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One of my favorite actors of my youth was Ben Stein, who was the economics teacher 
in the movie Ferris Bueller’s Day Off.  In the movie, Stein’s dry delivery while taking 
attendance in economics class (“Bueller? Bueller?”) was not only emblematic of Fer-

ris’ attitude toward school, but specifically that of economics 
education.  It’s a little known piece of trivia that the line 
“Bueller...Bueller” was the only one in the script.  The rest of the 
scene was an unscripted lecture on the Smoot-Hawley Tariff of 
1930 and supply-side economics; which was 100% Ben Stein.  
To the typical movie watcher, Stein was an actor demonstrating 
the blandness of economics education.  Many people don’t real-
ize that he has been a lawyer, economics professor, writer and 
presidential advisor.  There is much more to Ben Stein than Fer-
ris Bueller. 

In the same regard, there is so much more to economics than the famous two axis chart 
with intersecting curves; although that is an important component of economics educa-
tion!  Dictionary.com defines economics as “the science that deals with the produc-
tion, distribution and consumption of goods and services.”  
There is not a single person in our modern society that does 
not play a role as a producer, distributer or consumer, so eco-
nomics is something that we all participate in on a daily basis.  
The trick is getting this vitally important information to the 
youth of our state in a form and manner which they not only 
understand but will find applicable in their lives. 

While we may never be able to make economics glamorous in 
the eyes of our youth as they look to Hollywood for guidance, 
we CAN make economics applicable in their every day lives 
by making the connections so that students will see how this 
important science affects them.

Kami Cox, Frazer High School busi-
ness teacher, returned in August 2011 
from an economic education study tour 
in South Africa.  The tour was spon-
sored by the Council for Economic 
Education, funded by the U.S. Depart-
ment of Education, and carried out in 
coordination with the U.S. Department 
of State.     
 
Ms. Cox was one of only 24 economic 
educators throughout the United States 
selected to participate in the tour for 
American teachers to learn about the 
economy of South Africa and to ex-
change ideas about teaching economics 
with South Africa teachers and stu-
dents.  The study tour included school 
visits, observations of teacher training 
activities, meetings with Department of 
Education officials, economists, and 
leaders in the field of education.   
 
“I feel very fortunate to have been cho-
sen for this study tour and to have had 
the opportunity to travel to South Af-
rica to share and promote economic 
education,” Cox stated.  “I am eager to 
share my experiences with my students 
and colleagues so they may have a bet-
ter understanding of economic concepts 
and a greater appreciation for the peo-
ple and the country of South Africa.” 
 
Ms. Cox brought the first-ever all Na-
tive American team to the Montana 
Council on Economics Education’s 
Economic Challenge in Helena last 
spring, who also enjoyed a tour of the 
Capitol during their trip. 



 

 

The High School Business Challenge 
(HSBC) and Stock Market Game (SMG) 
webinars continue to be a big hit with 
teachers across the state of Montana this 
past year. 
 
Tim Alzheimer is the state coordinator for 
both games in Montana. Tim led live 
teacher training during the ECNS 594 
course in June. 
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Webinars are scheduled prior to actual 
simulations for teachers so they can learn 
how to facilitate the activity. 
 
The HSBC is sponsored 
by the Montana State 
Chamber Foundation, 
who funds the administra-
tive costs as well as pro-
vides scholarship monies 
to the individuals on the winning teams. 
This year a total of 1,401 students were 
involved in the HSBC, which included 
16 new schools participating.   
 
The Stock Market Game is a ten-week 
simulation in which students are given a 
hypothetical $100,000 dollars to invest in 
the stock market.  Students must have at 
least five separate stocks and/or mutual 
funds at the end of the simulation, so 
research and diversification are crucial 
for success.   

Top state winners in our state are 
given cash awards by MCEE.  The 
Stock Market Game had 1,250 stu-
dents participating in the past aca-
demic year.  
 
A team from Park High School in 
Livingston placed 1st in the state-
wide game and went on to compete 
in Regionals game. 
 
This year a team from Westby High 
School placed 3rd in the Capitol Hill 
Challenge which had over 200 teams 
from across the United States com-
peting for an all-expense paid trip to 
Washington, D.C.  (See page one for 
more information on this winning 
team.)
